Overpayment: If County overpays Contractor for any reason, Contractor agrees to return the
amount of such overpayment to County or at County’s option, permit County to offset the
amount of overpayment against future payments owed to Contractor under this Agreement or
any other Agreement.

This Business Associate Addendum (‘Addendum”) supplements and is made a part of the
contract (“Contract’) by and between Calaveras Health and Human Services Agency referred to herein as
Covered Entity (‘CE”), and Contractor referred to herein as Business Associate (“BA"), for the term of
May 1, 2020 through July 31, 2020. This Addendum is effective upon execution of the attached
Agreement.

RECITALS

CE wishes to disclose certain information to Business Associate (BA) pursuant to the terms of the
Contract. some of which may constitute Protected Health Information (PHI) (defined below).

CE and BA intend to protect the privacy and provide for the security of PHI disclosed to BA
pursuant to the Contract in compliance with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of
1996, Public Law 104-191 (HIPAA), the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health
Act, Public Law 111-005 (HITECH Act), and regulations promulgated thereunder by the U.S. Department
of Health and Human Services (HIPAA Regulations) and other applicable laws.

As part of the HIPAA Regulations, the Privacy Rule and the Security Rule (defined below) require
CE to enter into a contract containing specific requirements with BA prior to the disclosure of PHI, as set
forth in, but not limited to, Title 45, Sections 164.31 4(a), 164.502(e) and 164.504(e) of the Code of
Federal Regulations (C.F.R.) and contained in this Addendum.

In consideration of the mutual promises below and the exchange of information pursuant to this
Addendum, the parties agree as follows:

Designated Record Set shall have the meaning given to such term under the Privacy Rule, including,
but not limited to, 45 C.F R. Section 164.501.

Electronic Health Record Electronic Protected Health Information means Protected Health
Information that is maintained in or transmitted by electronic media. It shall have the meaning given to
such term in the HITECH Act, including, but not limited to, 42 U.S.C. Section 17921 Health Care
