1. PROJECT NARRATIVE

Problem Statement: Calaveras County covers approximately 1,100 square miles and lies

131 miles east of San Francisco. Calaveras is rural in nature and has a varying climate with
altitudes ranging from 300 feet on the westem border to 8,000 feet in the Sierra Nevada
Mountains on the eastem border. The County is intersected by three two-lane highways;
Highway 4, 49 and 26. Calaveras County.is bordered on the South by Tuclumne County, on the
north by Amador County on the Eas’t'-by-{%bﬂpine County and on the West by San Joaquin County.
Calaveras is served by two law enforcement agencies; the Angels Camp Police Department
serves the incorporated City of Angels Camp and the Calaveras County Sheriff's Office is
responsible for the remainder of the County.

According to‘ the 2014 census, Calaveras County has a population of approximately
44,624. 91.9% of the population identifi es as white, 1.0% as Black or African American, 1.9% as
American Indian or Alaska Native, 1.5 % as Asian, and 11.6% as Hispanic or Latino. 25.1% of the
population is over the age of 65 and“1 7.‘?% is under the age of 18. 50 % of the population is
female. 92.8% of ti'se population are hi'git sschool graduates or higher and the median household
income is $55,205. 10.9% of the population has an income that is below the poverty level. 5% of
the population speaks a language othgy?than English in the home.

The Calavéras County Distrf;:thzg’fne‘y's Office is responsible for prosecuting crimes that
occur in Calaveras County. During the 2013-2014 fiscal year, this Office prosecuted 1372 cases,
including 523 traffic misdemeanors, 467 non-traff ¢ misdemeanors and 382 felonies. During the
2014-2015 fiscal year, 1270 cases were prosecuted - 489 traffic misdemeanors, 474 non-traffic
misdemeanors and 307 felonies. In addition to these filed cases, the Office handled crimes
committed by juveniles, homicides undé'r investigation pending filing decisions, and murder cases
in the lifer cycle. The demographlcs qf the population served by the Calaveras County District
Attorney's office closely mirror that of the County as crime in this rural County does not

discriminate and effects all races, genders, and economic classes.

Victims of cﬁme have varying degrees of need for services depending on the type of crime
they have suffered and their own personal histories and capacities. Victims often struggle with
understanding the criminal justice process, the decisions and procedures related to the case, and
how they fit into the bicture. if at all. Extended gaps In time from the crime itself to being
contacted by a professional whose gtpa\ JS to take the time to answer the victim’s questions and
make appropriate referrals to help the '{iictim. can add to feelings of helplessness and form the
foundation of a lack of trust and faith in.'the system. Feeling confused, disempowered and often
re-victimized during the criminal justice process can add a new dimension to what is already a
difficult situation. Whenever Program staff can address the needs of more victims and establish
contact with victims as close in time to.the crime as possible, this shrinks the amount the time the
victims are left in limbo.

Victims who attend Court hearings by themselves are often left confused and
disenchanted by the system. The criminéi justice system centers around the rights of the
defendant and victifns' rights are secondary at best. For victims who are not familiar with the
criminal justice system already, even the ;r";iost simple of Court proceedings can seem confusing.
Whenever Prograrﬁ staff can aﬁen&bggﬁﬁ;vim a victim, the victim can ask questions and receive
clarification immediéte!y following the Coﬁrt proceeding. Information is not lost since the Program
staff was present for the Court proceeding and the victim doesn't have to wait to seek out answers
or give up completely out of frustration.

Domestic violence with children in the home victimizes the children while it is occumrring
and can impact them later as aduits. Chiildren raised in homes with domestic viclence may act out
in many different unhealthy ways and may grow up to become domestic violence victims or
perpetrators themselves. Addressing the needs of children raised in violent environments,
through outreach and education and re%e'rrals, can help victims not only in the present but also the
future.

With increased staffing due to the increased level of funding, Program staff will address
the needs of more victims overall. Furghef. Program staff will establish contact with victims as
close in time to the crime as possible, thereby shrinking the amount the time the victims are left in
limbo. Timely contact with victims should alleviate the feelings of helplessness, frustration, and
confusion among victims. In addition, this early connection should help build victims' trust and
faith in the Program which will benefit vi&inﬁs as they are more willing to rely on the Program for
general assistance, answers to quesﬁofts. and referrals.

Because of the increase in stafﬂng the Program staff will be able to increase time spent in
Court with victims ahd even when a victim cannot be present. Being present in Court will allow
Program staff to personally see and hear what happens in Court so that information does not get
lost or misinterpreted. Victims will notlil:)"é bufdened with having to seek out someone to answer
their questions folloWing Court proceediﬁés.

The Progra‘rﬁ will work with cor'r"irhunity partners to establish outreach and education and
referrals for children being raised in violent environments. Working in partnership with local
schools, the Progrém will develop outreach and education presentations to reach youth who may
be at risk due to living in violent environfﬁgﬁts.

The Program Coordinator and AdVocate will offer intervention and basic counseling
services as approp'ri’ate. Program stafﬁfv'\.?ill continue to work in close partnership with local
agencles such as the Crisis Center to 5rovede referrals and support to victims. Program staff will
also keep current Sn available counséli;\g' seMces and therapists in the County and neighboring -
Counties for referral purposes.

Volunteers: Utilizing volunteer‘sk":‘frlgl'fhe past has been challenging due to available space
and staffing in the l#ogram. With the g&d’iﬁun of a new Advocate, the Coordinator will be more
available to supervié‘e volunteers. In p;gﬁhership with the Calaveras Crisis Center, volunteers will

be trained and to pérfom'n as court escorts for victims. The Program Coordinator will participate in

Special Needs Victims: The Prq_gram has an Operational Agreement with San Joaquin
Co. VAW wherein they agree to provide services to foreign language speaking clients. The
Program will do whatever needs to be done fo assist disabled, hearing impaired and blind victims,
including home visits, telephone meetings, TDD services, assistance with Victim Impact
Statements, restitution requests, prop'e_'fl.y:i ."r'etum and Victim Compensation applications. The
Office has a meeting space that is ADA compilant where disabled victims can access the
Program, including a restroom. In addition, Calaveras County has a state of the art courthouse
which is specially equipped with technology for the hearing impaired, disabled, and other special
needs victims.

Referrals: The District Attome_y"‘éfbfﬁce prosecution staff, members of local law
enforcement, the hospital, clinics, priva;té bhysicians. mental health providers, the Domestic
Violence/Sexual Assault Crisis Center,'!Ct;ild Protective Services, Adult Protective Services and
many times, previous victims of crime, will refer new victims to the Program. The Calaveras .
County Sheriffs Department is the primary law enforcement agency in the county and generates
the majority of referrals.
